· Many churches and Christians in Wales already have links with churches in the third world

· The Sustainable Commission for Wales has been promoting 'twinning' of communities in Wales with villages in Africa.
· In places like Cardiff, Bangor and Aberystwyth there are experts in the technology and practice involved in item 7, which could be utilized in partnerships.  Christians are involved with many of these projects
· TEAR Fund has initiatives (Connected Church and Tailored Relationships) encouraging churches in the UK to work together with churches in the third world.  
The session will:

1. Concentrate on climate change as the most important environmental issue and about which there is much confusion.

2. Summarize clearly and simply the basic science and likely impacts of climate change - what we know and what we don't know

3. Answer briefly some of the arguments against climate change happening

4. Present the Christian responsibility to care for the Earth and care for the poor

5. Present the likely damage to the world's poor - sea level rise, droughts, floods, and so on

6. Present the challenge of sustainable living, including especially sustainable energy  for the world's poorest (e.g solar and biomass energy provision to local communities)

7. Challenge churches or groups of churches in Wales to get involved in partnerships with churches or groups of churches in the 3rd world, in practical, sustainable projects (clean water, sustainable energy etc)
