� Most often, ‘epi’ in Greek means above, over, on, upon, besides, or in addition to.


� 'Ousios [ousia] means being, substance, essence, nature or life, and also can refer to the stuff of life, ie. possessions or inheritance, as with the prodigal son Luke 15.12, 13.


� Jerome translates this phrase as ‘supersubstantial bread’.  Some consider the phrase hints at the eucharist, or the bread that gives eternal life.  Acts 8.27 talks of the Queen of Ethiopia’s Finance Minister as ‘the one who is over all her treasure’ – a phrase probably identical in meaning to here, but in an expanded verbal form.  There is a bread, a food, that is more important than possessions or wealth, or even physical life!
